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Intro-Headline: 

German Maestro AC 6508
With best in class sound pressure level (SPL), 
the German MAESTRO Component System 
powers himself towards the best in class rating. 

The ALPHA series marks the entry into the German Maestro portfolio; part 
from this series is the coaxial AC6508. (90,00 Euro). While German Maestro 
usually is focused on German production the AC6508 is manufactured in India 
(Personal comment from GermanMAESTRO: please note that the ALPHA line 
is fully engineered in our laboratory. Also most of acoustically critical parts, 
like those from the tweeter – titanium dome etc. – are made in our Obrigheim 
factory being then provided to the Indian manufacturer)
The traditional metal basket provides all specifications of the Euro-Standard. 
The rubber surround is stretched very close to the basket’s border, just to the 
bolt circle’s level. It covers the half of the openings, but is cut of around the 
main mounting holes.
The Maestro-typical polypropylene cones so provide an opulent diameter of 
13,3 cm (~5,15”) – this is the biggest cone surface within the test field. In 
order to avoid any reflections a little washer made from felt is positioned in 
the cone’s center as well as the tweeter’s backside is designed in a rounded 
shape.
The tweeter’s 19 mm titanium dome is made from one piece. The (dome’s) 
border works also as surround, as to be seen also with some of the compe-
titors. 
The (woofer’s) ferrite magnet – not furthermore protected – provides at least 
the standard in class, but the tinsels indeed are enweaved with the spider.
The “Alpha-Animals’” big performance started in the Laboratory, where there 
was provided on all frequency levels the highest sound pressure levels (SPL) 
with saturated 15 points it pulled ahead the competitors.
Also in the listener chamber the German Maestro Coaxial was in the top 
group: Notwithstanding we realized voices a little bit to “thin”, it enters on the 
credit side a fresh delight in playing. Best in class rating!
(Personal comment from GermanMAESTRO: we think that this results from 
the fact that the “autohifi magazine’s” demo board provides slightly different 
acoustically conditions compared to an average in-car installation. Our ex-
perience is that – always with the coaxials – voices will be reproduced with 
the right volume in case of a normal in-car-installation in  the cars’ original 
outcuts)
